The total number of sections of Bal Vatika shall be restricted to 03 (one sections each in Bal Vatika I, IT & III
respectively) and the total number of sections of the school from class I to XII shall be restricted 18 of which
1 not more than 1/3rd sections may be used for senior secondary classes. Further, increase of sections shall be
subject to specific approval of the Board on the basis of the request of the school as per affiliation bye law

) The composite lab is seen as under sized and congested. The school shall shift it to a bigger room based on
the current strength of students within 3months and submit compliance on SARAS with videography.

All the science labs lack separate storage area/ facilities.Covered and open shelves below the work stations
have been designated as storage space , which is not safe, particularly in chemistry and bio labs.Chemistry
3 lab should have separate store room for dangerous chemicals. biology , Physics and composite labs should
have separate storage spaces with restricted access.Chemistry lab does not have piped gas supply or gas
supply of any sort. The school shall upgrade all the science labs as per SoPs issued by the board within
3months and submit compliance on SARAS with videography.

The seating arrangement in the library and computer lab is inappropriate(stools), instead of chairs. The school
4 shall modify the seating arrangement as per SoPs issued by the Board within 3 months and submit
compliance on SARAS with videography.

No ramp is seen at the main entrance of the building. It is located at the rear/ side of the building. the school
5 shall construct a ramp at the main entrance of the school building as per norms of RPwD Act and guidelines
issued by the Board within 3months and submit compliance on SARAS with videography.

The school shall indicate the floor number/name on the signage of CWSN toilets in the school within
3months and submit compliance on SARAS with videography.

7 The school shall conduct training of its teachers with CoE Prayagraj and submit the compliance with 03
months.

Compliance of the above mentioned points shall be submitted within 03 months on the SARAS Portal. Failure to comply within the
prescribed time shall invite financial penalty @ Rs. 50,000/- every month until compliance is submitted and shall debar the school from
filling the registration and LOC of students class IX to class XII , as the case may be.
